The project is a replacement to an existing
440 yard six lane track. The proposed 400-
meter track is located over the former track
area and is a 126-foot radius design originally
programmed for six-lanes enlarged to eight
lanes prior to preparation of construction
documents. A channel drain system forms
the inside edge of the track and a concrete
grade beam forms the outer edge. The infield
will contain double long and triple jump pits,
double pole vault pits, and double high jump
pads allowing runways suitable for the best
wind conditions. The infield natural turf
infield will be irrigated and lined for football
and soccer. The original duplicate side
located jump pits were revised to d areas
replacing one of the pole-vault stations thus
allowing field width for high school soccer.
The infield contains a complete under
drainage system of 1"x6” J-Drains a

complete irrigation system 6” topsoil seeded
with an athletic mix grass. The track surface
is a paved mat system applied over an 8" free
draining stone and 3" bituminous concrete
base using a structural spray base mat
application of 20/80 polyurethane/EPDM, a
sealer coat of a two-component polyurethane
based compound and a final two spray coats
of 60/40 polyurethane/EPDM for a total
synthetic surface depth of %2 inches.

The throwing events occur within the grass
field and consist of a shot pad and cinder
landing area and a discus-throwing circle.
The project has been bid and will start in
Spring 2003. The construction cost is
$938,000.00.
